Palpation and AI School

Course Description:  Each student will learn the basics of anatomy and physiology of the reproductive tract and the progressive stages of pregnancy.  There will be a presentation on the factors that can affect conception rates and what can be done to increase pregnancy rates.  We will go over the detailed process for determining pregnancy and how to estimate the age of the fetus. Everyone will learn the various protocols associated with synchronization, which includes heat detection methods and specific programs for synchronization.  Our last day will be spent learning how semen is processed as well as semen handling, storage, and placement of the A.I. gun through the reproductive tract.  

Every student will receive hands on experience with live cows; both pregnant and open to practice the lessons learned.  We try to have eight to ten cows for each student to rotate through to palpate per session.
